The Malibu Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on MONDAY, May 21, 2018, at 5:30 p.m. in the Coun
cil Chambers, Malibu City HaIl, 23825 Stuart Ranch Road, Malibu, CA, for the project identified below.

COASTAL DEVELOPMENT PERMIT NO. 15-058, VARIANCE NO. 17-001. MINOR MODIFICATION NO. 17-002,
LOT MERGER NO. 15-004. AND DEMOLITION PERMIT NO. 17-027 — An application for the construction of a
new swimming pool and spa, deck with an outdoor kitchen area, patio, trellis, retaining walls, and planters, and
non-exempt grading on a hillside property, including a variance to allow for development on slopes steeper than
2.5 to 1, a minor modification to allow for the 20 percent reduction of the side yard setbacks, and a lot merger for
consolidation of two existing legal lots into one legal lot, and a demolition permit for the demolition of a foundation,

LOCAL APPEAL - A decision of the Planning Commission may be appealed to the City Council pursuant to Malibu
Municipal Code Section 17.04.220 within 10 days (15 days for tentative parcel maps) following the date of action.
