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INTRODUCTION 
From January 13th, 2016 to January 29th, 2016, the City of Malibu conducted an online survey 
through SurveyMonkey to solicit feedback and input from the community on three Schematic 
Design Alternatives for the Malibu Bluffs Parkland.  The Schematic Design Alternatives were 
based on the park design priorities approved by the City Council on October 14, 2015, which 
were: 

 Walking and Hiking Trails 
 Athletic Fields – Youth Soccer / Baseball and Softball / Multi-Purpose 
 Amenities – Adventure Facility / Small Picnic Shelters / Playground 
 Preserving Existing Vegetation 
 Outdoor Pool 
 Multi-Generational Community Center 
 Skate Park 
 Providing Adequate Parking 
 Amphitheater 
 Dog Park 
 Basketball Courts 

Three alternative park designs were prepared with each design including all of the approved 
amenities.  The survey was promoted at City Council, the Parks and Recreation Commission, the 
City of Malibu website, and e-mails sent out by the City. 

The online survey asked respondents to: 

 Identify which park design elements they preferred for each alternative 
 Identify which park design elements they disliked for each alternative 
 Rate how well each alternative met their recreational needs 
 Rank which alternative they preferred 
 Provide comments 

There were 799 responses to the survey.  Along with the data that the respondents provided, 
each screen offered a space for comments.  1,077 comments were received and are provided in 
the Appendix.

ALTERNATIVE A 

Preferences 
This looks great guys.  Thanks so much for including skate-park, that is really important.   

I don't like the soccer fields in the middle of the park but at least they aren't as intrusive as 
baseball fields and buildings. 

I like the amphitheater in C best. 

How big is the pool?  It should be OLYMPIC size - 50 meter x 25 yard.  Ideally usable for water 
polo also. 

Skate park VERY needed.  

Where are hiking & Biking Trails that link to Malibu Road and the Beach? 

I really like the bridge too. 

Space for skatepark looks rather small, switch the size of the dog park with skatepark and we'd 
be golden. I know most people like dogs more than kids in this town but come on! 

Cannot see other options if this is a comparison, only A; would prefer indoor pool to block 
wind/be warmer. 

We desperately need a skatepark for our community.   

This plan is way too intrusive on the natural landscape and the foot print is too big. 

Malibu desperately needs a bigger, better, more accessible pool for training youth athletes. 

I cannot "adequately" respond to all questions related to Plan A as I have not seen Plan B and C. 

The tot lot/playground needs to be suitable for up to at least 10yrs old - a tot lot is not going to 
be enough.  It's great that the dog park is separated somewhat as it can smell. 

Must have a pool but B is best. 

I don't see a lot of parking and don't know what you mean by "Park Access from PCH". 

We are still missing a very important Bike Park and Mountain Bike Trails. Bicycles are what kids 
grow up with. And many of us adults still use. Please do not forget the importance of that. We 
have limited areas to ride in Malibu. 

Skate park appears too small and needs a pool like bowl. 

This works the BEST!!!! Lots of parking for Soccer. Amphitheatre is close to parking for elderly. 
Skaters have their own area. They'll need it.  
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Dog park too close to highway and too small. 

Love the hiking trails and the community center with easy parking for all. 

Skatepark should be larger. 

Pool. 

Skate park is too small. 

More play structures/spaces for younger kids attending sports with family members. 

Hoping to be more playground and less Tot Lot. 

Great to see the City's first outdoor basketball courts! 

One less soccer field would be ideal. Dog park should have rubberized surface. Tot Lot may be 
better located close to community center. 

This would be my fav if there was also a tot lot near the multipurpose building. 

All nice features, my only concern is what the environmental impact of all of these is. 

I think Plan A is terrific! Given the popularity of soccer, 3 fields is a must. Be good to have a 
trail between the soccer, dog and skate areas that was bike and stroller friendly.  Considering 
the size, and outside exercise course might be a great and easy addition. 

Tennis courts? 

Biking trail. 

The park should remain as is.  This is what the majority of residents wanted in the Parks Master 
Plan which is being ignored by the council 

Biking trail. 

The skate park needs to be a decent size...not some small little thing!  

In developing a park it is important to ADD things the community does not currently have. 

Why is the skate park so small? 

Assuming there are restrooms and changing rooms by pool and community center. 

Indoor salt water pool would be amazing to have as well for all the months it is too cold to 
swim outside. We have nothing like this in Malibu. 

This is amazing!!  Love it!! 

Which fields are going to have night lighting, if any? 

I prefer NOT to develop this space.  You have given no choice for this on any of the alternatives 
which is not right.  The People should have a say if they want to spend the millions to develop 
this land or leave it in its beautiful natural state. 

Make sure it's wheelchair accessible. 

Like the dog park in a separate area with easy access from parking. Dogs are very excited when 
entering a dog park and need safe access with few distractions and traffic. 

Keep open space. 
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Keep open space. 

Jogging path. 

And wilderness and trails. 

Horse access. Arena. Trailer parking. 

Need horse access trailer parking arena 

What about horses? 

Horse trails and Horse arenas for all of us Equestrians in the area. 

Wonderful layout that gives our community so many much-needed facilities, especially a 
competition pool and additional sports fields! 

Is there a track to run on? 

The skatepark seems very small.  

I like the skate park design in Alt C, is it possible to have that incorporated in Alt A? Why is the 
walking path not included? 

Community garden. 

Snack bar. 

I like that the noisy skate park and noisy dog park are far away from the other facilities. 

More parking needed. 

It's a good idea to have the parking for each activity separate. 

Nice aquatic center with showers and community center. Keeps soccer fields separated from 
the aquatic center since both will be busy on Saturday morning.  

Skate Park is WAY too small for the number of talented people in Malibu. 

I like the Dog Park is far away from the exercise Pool. 

If you can include it all, do so, but I don't know why you don't include an adult softball/baseball 
area. 

I feel the original Bluffs Park that exists now offers such a wonderful view for the public it 
should stay as a simple park. 

Tennis courts. 

Please no lights. 

Trails that can be used without grading. This is an ESHA and should not be disturbed except for 
removal of non-native vegetation. 

I would prefer an indoor pool which can be used year round for all types of exercise and 
therapy. 

One of the last undisturbed natural coastal bluffs in Southern California should be preserved--
find alternative sites for the improved recreational facilities. 
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I prefer this layout other than I think the Michael Landon center needs to be preserved or the 
new one named the Michael Landon Center. 

Lawn bowling? 

Please no playing fields at all, no skate park, no swimming pools and no amphitheater.  Leave 
this habitat as is.  

Bigger skate park, less baseball/soccer fields more natural habitat and hiking trails.  

PAR course around parks perimeter. 

I have a design for taking the entire park net zero.  A sculpture incorporating solar voltaic and 
vertical wind turbines inside the camera obscura...net zero art. 

I would love an indoor or heated pool for all-year-round community use.   

Art? 

Natural Habitat preservation must be priority  

Please leave this beautiful bluff as one of the last natural spots on the coast. 

The basketball courts will provide a middle ground for youth sports for kids from Trancas to 
Topanga!   

Exercise stations along the multi-use trails; if not natural habitats, then man made ones - 
Pasadena's Huntington Library comes to mind. 

Theater and film auditorium would be great. 

Nature center. 

Keep as much of the "natural view" corridor intact. Parking lots even if you could get half of 
them with living roofs or partially underground would aid in the preservation of the present 
view corridor. 

Please, this is Malibu, where modern surfing began and where skateboarding evolved. We need a 
proper skatepark with a pool/ bowl and space for many different skaters of all abilities. 

Not enough undeveloped open space.  Please provide info. re: hardscaping associated with ea. 
Proposal. 

Dog lot and Skate park are well located to avoid conflict. 

Untouched Land. 

Stipulates snack bar near pool area. 

I think it is ALL a SHAME that we are messing with the Environment...I feel badly for Nature... 

I love the design! 

Get 3 baseball fields and 3 soccer fields, a larger skate park and more than basketball court. 

Like all the components.  

I like the fact that the community center and amphitheater aren't right next to the dog park. 

Please have a partitioned dog park with separate entrances for small & large dogs. 
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Soccer is played by all generations and the fields can be used for many things.  An 
amphitheater would add needed evening culture and events.  

This Alternative would seem to have the least impact on John Tyler - which is a positive for 
Alternative A. 

I like that it takes up the least amount of natural habitat out of the 3 options.  

The art community needs public gallery space to showcase their art. 

Too much development. We don't need these facilities. 

This is not too bad, but the designs do need to consider impact on residents of Malibu Road. 

Nothing else. 

An indoor pool would be nice for winter use 

Access and parking from PCH. 

I'm actually good with a soccer field - but I don't believe it's necessary for three.  There should 
be a section that is just there for local outdoor gatherings, concerts, local fairs or festivals. 

We need an art gallery space and meeting rooms in the Community Center. 

Community Center needs an art gallery for the use of local artists. Snack bars usually provide 
shade areas - of advantage to all users of the park. 

Need club baseball fields. 

I like that the Dog park parking, and the Dog park are away from other areas, as Dog park 
owners often do not control their dogs when using these parks, i.e. Trancas Park. 

This exceptional bluff should be kept as is, perhaps a few hiking trails. Land should be sourced 
and bought by the city to accommodate some of the above elements, tennis courts would be 
nice too but not on the bluffs.  

I prefer A for all the things over B& C.  I don't think there should be a skate park or dog park at 
this location.  They should be at Civic Center.  Same for anything with evening lights -- baseball, 
basketball, soccer. 

I like amphitheater parking close by. 

Like Skate Park & Basketball easy access for youth. Least impact on natural habitat. Pool easy 
access for youth and elderly. Like Community Center. 

Preserves most natural habitat. Like the placement of the skate park near basketball, for youth. 
All sports venues have appropriate type of access. 

I was told by the city that this is a wildlife preservation area. I'm not into developing it at all. It 
affects my view. But a sidewalk along PCH for safety would be a huge upgrade. BTW, What is a 
multi-use trail? 

I was told by the City this was a Wildlife Preservation Area! I would like a sidewalk along PCH. 
BTW, what is a multi-use trail? 

Can people play anything on the soccer fields like football, kite flying, toss, etc? 

Proximity of baseball/softball fields to Snack Bar is preferable. 
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I'd swap locations of the dog park and skate park.  I think the neighbors might complain having 
a dog park next to their houses. 

A flat-surfaced walking path around park should be provided for senior citizens and their pet 
companions. 

I like the dog park away from the kids & Tot Lot next to soccer fields.  

The park should preserve the existing ESHAs and natural habitat. 

Please preserve Nature. Who "needs" so many play grounds in such a uniquely beautiful area?? 

I like the dog park being separate from the other activities. 

The layout with most of the activities closer to PCH. 

If the swimming pool is to go in this location a large berm should be placed between it and PCH 
for sound mitigation. Importantly, if swimming pool is to go in this location, the community 
and aquatic center should be tall to protect it from the prevailing westerly winds. 

Need smaller dog park and more parking and bigger tot lot in its place. 

There needs to be three baseball fields one pony field and one softball field.  Malibu can host 
the district 25 tournament.  We also need lights for the fields. 

Like it but needs more baseball fields & I think a tot lot by both soccer and ball fields is 
important for parents who have to drag siblings along. 

Dislikes 
Please keep bikes off trails. The ball fields and parking lot in the middle of the park destroy 
view, fragment, habitat and impact ESHA. 

Think the parking should be behind the fields instead of in front of the fields. 

Needs more parking spaces. 

Minimize PCH entrances; eliminate optional entrance. 

Don't need another playground there. 

Lack of Biking & Hiking trails that link to the Beach. 

Not sure that there is sufficient interest in the community for a dedicated softball field at the 
expense of more baseball fields. 

Love the idea of an amphitheater but I DO NOT like the amphitheater near the parking lot. 

Where are trails? Should link with beach below. 

The optional parking entrance is a bad idea. Parking must be accessed from the existing red 
light intersection. Otherwise, it's dangerous. 

Tennis courts would be great. 

High impact activity too close together ball field and pool too close. 

Swimming pool and dog park on opposite ends. It's a selfish request, but I know it's what we 
would use the most. 
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As much as I don't like to see any of this area paved over - I do think you'll need more parking 
if you have all of these activities. 

Aquatic center is too close to the highway. 

Too many fields are being presented here. One of each should be sufficient for each sport. It’s 
more important to have a variety of disciplines to choose from such as a bike park.  

All good ideas! 

Nothing!  A is clearly the best choice!  I am a mom of two athletic children. I myself would 
spend more time at bluffs and could bring my parents to enjoy with A’s layout.  This makes the 
most sense. More soccer fields and parking will help tremendously.   

Not enough Baseball fields, don’t need a skate park or amphitheater. 

No Beach Access. 

Things seem very far away from each other and most from the community building. 

There needs to be a playground for kids in more than one of the areas...ie near the baseball 
fields/pool area as well as the soccer fields. 

Communal pools kept too cold. Dog owners keep using other areas anyways. Observe Trancas 
park! 

Insufficient Parking. 

The undeveloped portion of Bluffs Park is the wrong site for an active recreation.  The park 
should remain as is. 

Nothing. 

It looks to me like you are considering land which the City doesn't now and won't ever own at 
the east end. 

Insufficient soccer space - must be increased. 

Tot Lot/playground.  Where is it in Alt A?  Skate park needs to be bigger.  Is there a bathroom 
and changing area for the pool?  Also there needs to be a bathroom near the baseball area. 

Need more parking at baseball fields. 

Too much space devoted to soccer fields, amphitheater is a waste no one is going to use it. 

Skate Park is way too Small. 

It's hard to tell from the map, but a large meeting space would be great for party rentals. Like 
with a kitchen and other amenities. 

Location of soccer fields. 

Do not like dog park right next to highway in case a dog gets out he runs right on to highway. 
We need bigger skate park on all plans. Do not like where the soccer fields would be. Plan B way 
better. 

Include programs for children with special needs. 

Everything looks amazing!  I just don't have kids to utilize the other items. 
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Keep open space. 

Why can't the soccer fields be built below the baseball fields and leave more open space in the 
middle, if you need all that. 

None. 

How it's separated from the skate park  

I think 3 Soccer Fields is too many...two would work. 

Need horse access trailer parking arena. 

Needs horse trailer parking. 

We have used this area for Equestrian riding and dog walking and nature walking for years! 

We have been using the equestrian center for years and the trail system that we gladly share 
with hikers mature walkers and Dog walkers 

Not enough parking 

The skate park needs to be bigger. 

Less hardscape the better; Pony League? (didn’t know Malibu participated) skate park should be 
funded by orthopedicians. 

Prefer indoor basketball courts. 

Way over developed! It should be keep open space. 

Need more and an entrance to soccer from PCH. 

Dislike all of these if appear on any portion of undeveloped bluffs park. 

I don't think it's a good idea to have shared parking for baseball fields and the pool.  I think 
baseball games could fill all of these spots and make it frustrating for people using the pool 
and aquatic center. 

There are few places for little league in Malibu. This only provides one field. 

The Tot Lot must be nearest the Parking Lot and completely visible from the parking lot, 
preferably right on the Parking Lot for safety and convenience. 

Less soccer fields. Bigger skatepark. 

Add more baseball fields. 

None but none of your options includes exercise equipment. 

Keep area wild redevelop developed portion and Crummer. 

Dog Park so Big-what about reducing the size & making a few tennis court there? Amphitheater 
location just okay?  

Natural coastal bluff environment. 

Assuming we're considering the area outlined in red, no uses except habitat preservation and 
trails are appropriate in the ESHA. Some of the above would be fine east of the entrance. 

I am not seeing The Michael Landon Center 
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It's just toooo much for this one location....too much traffic clog. 

What about seniors?  Bocce courts, pickle ball very popular. 

N/A. 

I don't like the dog park being so close to the skate park, as they might cause disruption (dogs 
barking in response to board noise). 

Leave it natural.  There is too much habitat destruction in most of the above.  

Please no playing fields at all, no skate park, no swimming pools and no amphitheater.  Leave 
this habitat as is. 

Totally opposed to developing any of the areas that are not already developed. 

Leave all open space with no development!  

Bigger skate park, less baseball/soccer fields more natural habitat and hiking trails.  

It is my preferred plan. 

I'd like to see the soccer fields have their own entrance from PCH, and eliminate the road 
connecting the two areas of ball fields. 

All would be welcome if grading is done responsibly and with as little disturbance to natural 
fauna.   

I prefer a heated indoor pool that can be used year round by the entire community.  

Parking lot will over-power the natural sound of the amphitheater  

Natural Habitat Preservation Only  

Malibu has 27 miles of coast that it can use for these excellent projects. 

Dog park too close to PCH. 

None; Alternative A provides the broadest array of uses while separating the dog park to 
minimize risk of dog bites. 

Not strongly against any of it. Maybe combine baseball with soccer fields like they do in 
Camarillo. 

Paved-over areas. 

If there were a way to get sport fields out of the wind, especially soccer fields to lower levels aid 
in view preservation. With all the sport fields do they come with high lighting needs? 

Natural habitat preservation should be our greatest concern, and I doubt Malibu really needs 3 
soccer fields? 

Too much development.  Why do all the proposals have so much development? 

Do we really need 3 soccer fields? 

Pool location will be cold and expensive to operate. 

Dog park too far from pool area 
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Again A is just the lessor of evils...I think it is AWFUL to destroy the habitat with what is going 
to take place here, SHAMEFUL really. 

Do not like the combined parking for community center, pool and playing fields. 

Community center and pool would compete for parking with the baseball fields. 

Only 3 baseball fields instead of 4; tot lot should be by the community center. 

Please no lights. 

Not sure of soccer fields in middle of space? Maybe 2 fields and relocate amphitheater closer to 
bluff? 

Skate park should be max size--Feedback from skater boys. 

A pool exists at Malibu High.  A pool at the Bluff Park would be prohibitively expensive to 
maintain. 

Baseball takes up too much space for too long games for a small subset of the community.  A 
skate park at this location would draw tourists who would stay for the day.  This park should 
serve the community. 

Need more baseball courts and more basketball courts. 

Amphitheater is too close to parking. 

I don't like that this option doesn't have a walking path from the bus stop like the other two 
options. 

Why is the amphitheater overlooking the parking lot? 

No tennis courts. 

We already have a community center!  Legacy Park is supposed to serve as "amphitheater." 

Not sure enough rest rooms at all sites; also, each parking lot should have designated "food 
truck" areas w/ tables etc. 

Please leave it the way it is. 

Locating the skate park and basketball courts directly in the site line of a neighborhood is 
unacceptable. Putting the entrance off of John Tyler will make an already dangerous 
intersection more problematic. And once Pepperdine expands the congestion at this point of 
PCH will be very problematic. 

This space should be used as educational wildlife area allowing people to explore and 
experience nature. 

The entrance to the soccer fields- it would be too congested. 

High maintenance expensive stuff. 

Just too much development of this natural area. 

Community Center needs an art gallery for the use of local artists. Snack bar needed in pool 
area.  
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As said think all of it is inappropriate use of land. Keep the bluffs as wide open space, find 
another less amazing space for all these activities. 

Any evening lights should not be at this location.  So, sports fields should not be lit at night.  
Dog park and skate park should definitely be in Civic Center.  Best if sport facilities were too. 

Dog park & skate park might be too close in proximity.  Dogs have very sensitive hearing.  Loud 
banging & yelling will upset the dogs. 

Too many.  Why no tennis courts? 

Tot lot does not have easy access. 

Tot lot nears to have easy access close to restroom. Ideally it would be good to have both 
indoor and outdoor basketball or some indoor area with large wood floor- for multi use sports, 
including dance. 

Maybe Dog park if the fences are high, it’s safe and is very well maintained. They can really 
smell! I DON'T like Alt B or C 

Dog park only if it's clean, well maintained, high fences. They can really smell! 

I don't dislike any element, although I think that the main (existing) area should be more 
multifunctional. 

Don't like snack bar/restrooms central to so many other activities; would be better to have 
dedicated for baseball area; prefer amount of parking for baseball in alternative c 

It would be nice to have storage near baseball/softball fields. 

One soccer field should be enough.  A flat-surfaced walking path around park should be 
provided for senior citizens. Also, the amphitheater shouldn't be too large.  

Too many soccer fields at the expense of natural habitat 

There is too much. It should be preserved for its beautiful nature! 

There should be a second little league baseball field.  The tot lot should be near the community 
center. 

We desperately need more parking. 

Leave the undeveloped bluffs park as is. 

Have a smaller dog park and more parking and bigger tot lot. 

Skate park too small.  Pool and community ctr should be located with better view of ocean and 
better location. 

ALTERNATIVE B 

Preferences 
The only good thing about this design is the location of the tot lot, near the main parking lot 
for safety and security.  
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I like where the ocean view amphitheater is positioned 

Pool should be 50 meter x 25 yard.  Make sure indoor basketball court is usable for volleyball 
AND badminton 

I like this layout better. 

Prefer A with more Soccer Fields  

No trails??? No link to Malibu Rd & Beach??? 

Not sure if better or worse; biggest thing is parking & someone who is familiar with volume and 
scheduling should help decide; parking now often full in baseball area on weekends. 

We desperately need a skatepark for our community.   

This plan is all wrong for Malibu!  

Either plan A or B. Both are good. 

By far the best with high impact activities separated and most parking. Good open space 
around outside of pool for swim and polo pop up tents 

I like how the dog part, amphitheater and pool are grouped together, it makes sense. 

I like this plan the best. I like that the community center stuff are all clustered together like the 
Aquatic Center. I would put the tot lot with the Aquatic Center and multigenerational center in 
the middle 

Skate park should be much bigger and joined with a dirt Bike Park. 

Not sure if this survey is worded right. Again, large skate park most important. 

One more area for bathrooms would be helpful. 

None of it - Dog park and swimming with a hike to the amphitheater. No thanks. Only two 
soccer fields. Really? AYSO is big. Tot lot by PCH. No thanks!!! You have to drive by the skate 
park to get to the pool? Skaters skating in the parking lot is a potential risk and danger. 

This is better but u showed it after the first alternative.  

Parking is great, enough baseball fields and walking path on PCH. I like the layout. 

Dog park is bad idea - dogs around kids are too much liability - let them go to Trancas Dog 
Park. 

I like that the community building is in the center of the park. 

Would like to see additional basketball court. Make amphitheater bigger. Rubberized surface on 
dog park.  

All nice features, my only concern is what the environmental impact of all of these is. 

Playground looks small.   

Redesign of built portion of Bluffs Park ok, but leave undeveloped portion as is. 

Skatepark only. 

I think the layout for Alternative A is more appealing. 
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Best use of land with appropriate adjacencies.  

Skate park is too small Dog park is too large. 

Recommend more parking at baseball fields. 

I can just imagine the winds picking up and the dog urination smells blowing on everyone in 
the pool area (and I am a dog lover and owner.)  I think this is a bad idea, plus it is a prime 
location that you shouldn't have to look into from the pool area. 

Skate park should be bigger. 

Nice you made the dog park larger, but wtf? Next to the pool?! Yuck! 

Does not have a skate park. 

Having an indoor salt water pool to use when it is too cold to use the outdoor pool would be 
ideal. 

I like Alt. A better. It's better to have the dog park away from the pool and other stuff.  

As said before I cannot vote for development of this area.   

Will fields have night lighting?   

I like all the things, but prefer the placement in Alt A.  

I don't like the dog park next to the pool. 

The pool overlooking the ocean and away from the parking sounds amazing! 

Keep open space. 

Prefer A. 

The Skatepark does not have enough space devoted. 

I dislike this layout because I feel we need an open space mix use for Soccer and potential 
annual events such as community concert series that can accommodate at least 3-5 thousand 
people as well as potential Chili Cook Off Location. 

Jogging trail 

Keep it wilderness, please.

Need horse access trailer parking arena. 

Horse trails shared with dog people and mature hikers not motorized vehicles or bikes. 

Not enough soccer fields, not enough parking around the fields. 

The skatepark is far too small in this. Please please if you are going to make a skatepark make 
it usable to handle the amount of kids who will be skating. It gets really dangerous when it's 
small and overcrowded.  

Like some elements -- but not locations designated --poor design. 
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Not enough soccer. 

Need more soccer parking but this is better with entrance straight from PCH except how do u 
get in driving from the south. 

Good to have separate parking for each activity. 

More soccer and lacrosse fields 

I like this design best. There are soccer fields next to the high school so it seems we have back 
up soccer fields in town. 

Skate Park is absurdly small.  

To spread out. 

The more parking the better. 

Better than option A 

The other areas are nice, but we have no need for them. I like that the pool and amphitheater 
are in the center and the areas that will bring in larger numbers of people are off to the side. 
You should include for other members of the community. 

Tennis courts, basketball 

Keep as is ...develop already developed park and Crummer. 

Trails that do not require grading. Except for natural habitat preservation the above violate the 
natural resource protection elements of the City of Malibu's General Plan. 

I would prefer to have both pools as one large one roped off, Olympic size. 

Prefer layout in alternative A. 

Where are the tennis courts?? 

How about a botanical park? A zip line? A gymnastic hall? A rock climbing wall? A bocce ball 
court? A small cafe? 

Please no playing fields at all, no skate park, no swimming pools and no amphitheater.  Leave 
this habitat as is. 

Bigger skate park, less baseball/soccer fields more natural habitat and hiking trails.  

Optional entrance from PCH to swimming pool/dog park/skate park. 

Seems to be the most obvious solution 

I think an indoor or heated pool that can be used by the entire community year round is very 
important.  

Natural habitat preservation to be priority. 

Multi-use pedestrian/equestrian/bike trails would be great, like in Cheseboro Park in Agoura 
Hills. 

This is a bad design; there is only one basketball court and the dog park is next to the pool. 

Difficult to determine preferences - I like plan A layout better. But like Ball courts next to pool. 
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A nature center. 

Here we have more habitat preservation, but the skatepark is much too small. 

This is a bogus process -- all the alt's have too much development.  Where is the passive alt.? 

Art pieces in the landscape. 

Need more soccer fields. 

Glad that there are 4 baseball fields and that the tot lot is adjacent so families can multitask 
easily. 

Like that dog park is near pool and sports fields are in separate area. like amphitheater. 

Seems MORE of the ENVIRONMENT IS MESSED WITH...We have no business destroying an 
Environment like this. 

I like design A better because the dog park is away from main items (barking) and the pool is on 
its own also away.  

The amphitheater needs to be larger in all of these. 

Nice to have 4 baseball fields. 

Like layout however, would enlarge recreation center (24,000 sq ft. like other proposals and 
include snack bar. Maybe relocate dog park to where skate park is. If amphitheater is to be used 
after hours then location ok.  If used during pool hours then maybe to noisy in this location? 
Like optional entrance.  

Most parking should be next to most open grass area to host alternate big events-like Chumash 
Fair. 

Please have a partitioned dog park with separate entrances for small & large dogs. 

I like this layout better, except for the parking, the parking should all just be in one place, there 
should be a restroom by the pool. 

I like that it has the most parking spaces out of the plans, takes up only .52 acres of natural 
habitat, walking path from bus stop, and I like the overall layout.

Skate park looks a little small in Alternative B. 

An indoor pool would be nice for winter use. 

This is my preferred plan, with an exception- I would love a connection between soccer and 
other parts off PCH. 

The placement of the activities is nice. 

I do not like all the entrances off PCH too many baseball fields - this city isn't big enough to 
warrant (3) baseball fields  

I like the Community Center and Aquatic Center away from the playing fields. 
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Community Center needs an art gallery for the use of local artists. Snack bar needed in pool 
area. 

That's a large dog area, give the best views to the dogs?  Dog run needs to be near PCH. Only 
one basketball court does not work, take over some of the dog space. 

Sculptural installations and energetic efficiency. 

All too much development, find other spaces for these elements in Malibu, bluffs are too 
special to convert. 

Might need more parking near soccer fields. 

Like the walk path idea. 

Liked A better, dog park should be further away from other things and crowds. 

I like having more baseball fields. 

A flat-surfaced walking path around park should be provided for senior citizens and their pet 
companions. 

I like the optional access to the middle area.  

This is crazy, to choose a place of great natural beauty to make it into a Sports Center.   

Leave the undeveloped bluffs park as is. 

I'd like a bigger tot lot and more parking and smaller or no dog park 

There needs to be inside state of the art basketball facility. Love the two baseball fields next to 
each other along with the pony field and softball field. 

Bigger skate park.  Love community center location and pool. 

I like how the community center is in middle & soccer & baseball anchor the park. The dog park 
& skate park are nice sizes.  Maybe add a tot lot by soccer where the cul de sac is? Or by smaller 
field where there's a few spaces at end & some ground 

Dislikes 
Soccer too far from baseball, skate park should have separate entrance & lot. Dog park too close 
to homes.(barking?) 

Far too intrusive. This much development in center destroys views and fragments habitat. It's 
open space, not urban space. The ball fields ugly and claustrophobic and impacts views. 

Is there enough parking at the soccer fields? Snack bar only at baseball field? Like the skate 
park located near the offices but don't think the skate park should be so close to the parking 
lot!! 

Too many ball fields we only need 2.  Soccer should be in center or side with ample parking and 
not right off of PCH - parking nightmare and traffic hazard. 

Not enough soccer fields.  

Community center is much too small. 
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There is great demand for soccer fields in Malibu and this design short changes soccer greatly. 

Do NOT like the amphitheater near the pool and dog park as those places will corrupt the 
sound.

Where are trails? Should link with beach below. 

This plan is horrible. 

The optional parking is bad, dangerous proposal. 

Dog park should not be directly next to amphitheater. 

Dog park not good near amphitheater and pool - soccer fields not good separated.

Too many baseball and soccer fields. 

Too many baseball fields. 

Are you asking if I dislike the location? 

Again A is the BEST!!!    

No skate park. 

Dog park too close to pool. 

I dislike the placement of the community center.  It shouldn't have to look out at the pool, the 
unspoiled view of nature would be better. 

Don’t need skate park and amphitheater. 

Skate park is way too small, need more Soccer Fields. 

All baseball fields are facing the mountain. 

Need more soccer and bigger skate park, dog park should be off by itself. 

Alt B gives best piece of land to much fewer participants. Don't like proposed activity grouping. 

Don't like the dog park near the pool. 

Soccer would need more than 2 fields.  Baseball/Softball doesn't need 4. 

I would like skatepark to be large enough for beginner intermediate and advanced... It seems 
small on both A and B. 

Too much baseball.  Insufficient parking for soccer. 

Should be closer to pool area. 

This design is terrible for many reasons including there is hardly any soccer - it's even less than 
we have already!   

No trails to link up the entire park. 
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Plan A if superior for a number of reasons... more soccer fields, who wants a dog park on top of 
the pool... 

Undeveloped portion of park should not be developed.  Reconfigure already developed portion 
of Bluffs park and buy land for remainder of needs.

I don't like how B has less Basketball courts and a smaller skate park...I also prefer the A layout. 

Skate park should be bigger.  

Last if it has negative effect on proposed amenities. 

Pool by dog poop? Not a smart idea. 

As long as we have a great skate park! 

See above 

I dislike the development of this area. 

Needs to be a little larger!! There is room to make it a bit bigger in this same spot!!! The spot is 
great just make it a bit bigger. 

Only one full size soccer---no better than we have today. 

All feature are great!  Don't like the park layout as much as A. 

Don't like the dog park next to the pool. Parking is too far for the dog park. Dogs are so excited 
when getting out of the car for a dog park.  

Why not move those to one side, if you need them, and keep more open space. Why do we need 
an amphitheater when Pepperdine is building a 5,000 seat stadium? 

I feel putting the pool on the biggest area ratio is a waste of potentially needed open space for 
mix use special events and benefit concerts. 

Amount of parking is very inadequate in all the places. 

Please keep it wilderness as much as possible. 
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Need horse access trailer parking arena. 

We have been using the equestrian park for years and the trails which we gladly share with dog 
walkers and hikers we need a place to exercise our horses.

Crazy to separate soccer fields. Alternative 1 with Dog Park on one section and Skate Park on 
the other section of the Westside is better. 

The skate park looks too small and there is only one basketball court. 

Too close facilities that would like some peace and quiet.  Alt. A allows that. 

Need more soccer Parking. 

Dislike all of those if on undeveloped portion of Bluffs pk. 

I think putting the pool in the center of the park make the park space too centered around the 
pool.  

Pool is expensive. Don't see the need for a separate dog park. 

Not enough parking. 

Dog Parks do not mix next to Exercise Pools, they can be loud and smelly (I have a large dog.) 
There needs to be a Rollerblading/Biking Paths all around the whole park.

Want more space for community and pool areas, to many entrances of PCH. 

Not enough soccer fields. 

2 soccer fields is not enough. 

Hate the idea of the dog park right next to the center and the amphitheater. 

Basketball courts next to pool. 

Pool too  $$$$ to maintain;  Good pool at Malibu High. 

Terrible having the soccer fields across from John Tyler, and very little parking - so everyone 
will park on John Tyler and in the Malibu Country Estates neighborhood and walk.   

Need more basketball courts, there should be a restroom by the pool as well. 

As a longtime resident of Malibu, I foresee PCH traffic being impacted with the addition of 
more PCH access. 
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I could see how some people would like indoor basketball courts and a bigger community 
center building, but personally I'm fine without them. I think Pepperdine' indoor basketball 
court might have open public hours up the street? I'm not sure though.  

Sad location for the tot lot. 

No tennis courts. 

The placement of these features could be difficult. 

Not sure enough rest rooms at sites; need designated "food truck" parking in all lots w/ tables, 
trash cans, power etc. 

Please leave it the way it is. 

There should be less development to preserve this remaining coastal bluff habitat. 

If the soccer fields are lit they are a problem. They are directly across from a neighborhood and 
putting in lights will destroy the view. 

Again the beautiful space should be natural so people experience nature. 

Skate park looks a little small in Alternative B. 

Snack bar should be centered to middle of project. 

High maintenance expensive stuff. 

Soccer fields are further from the base of it all. 

Too much development for the bluffs. 

Don't like alternative park entrance location. Dangerous. No snack bar so probably no pool 
shade areas. 

I don't like how the majority of the park turns into a parking lot. Minimize the concrete and 
keep the space green as possible. 

You don't need a community center. 

You can't put a Dog Park in an area where there will be substantial foot traffic, as the dog 
owners do not always control their dogs. 

It takes up more space which I don't like, so of the 3 I'd go with A. Sports fields, skate park and 
dog park should be in Civic Center. 

Tennis courts, why none? 

Skate Park needs adjacent area with flat surface for all wheel riders including roller skates. 

I don't like that the pool and dog park are so large and have so much prominence. Also that the 
playground is so separate from the open/soccer fields.

Driving through skate park parking with potential 
skaters in the lot, again poses a risk. Amphitheater is too far for the elderly to walk.  

Skate park is too small.  

Enough baseball & soccer fields. 

Skate park too small. 

I like this layout best. 

Skate park too small. 

Soccer (whistles) furthest from Malibu road seems most logical for sports field placement. 

Omit one of three soccer filed and add basketball courts. 

This design has the best use of space.  Lots of amenities thoughtfully laid out and making use 
of views and devoting enough to sports. 

Second best plan to A.  

No basketball, no tennis.  Would like to see these available. 

Undeveloped portion of bluffs park should remain as is.

I think Alternative B is a MUCH BETTER layout. 

Need horse access trailer parking arena. 

The skatepark seems so small.

Would prefer larger Skate Park. 

I particularly like the isolation of the skate park and the dog park from the other features.

I repeat, the original Bluffs park should be kept as a view site for all to enjoy; not cluttered by 
other activities on original Bluffs site.

The dog 
park is far away from the skate park.

I don't like this plan. 

Plan B seems to place activities better. 

I prefer an indoor pool or heated pool that can be used year-round by the entire community.  

The positioning of the amphitheater here will allow for best use of its natural sound.

With baseballs flying everywhere but straight, this is probably the best layout to lessen car 
damage.

Malibu Riding and Tennis club be purchased and re worked keeping the land in the back 
pristine?  

All sports fields, dog park and skate park should be in civic center. 

Amphitheater too far from parking for the handicapped. 

The amphitheaters view surrounded by natural over the water would be lovely. Safe side walks 
along the park is of value. 

This is the best use of space. 

This one is the best for enjoying a day at the park. Playground, fields and community center are 
all close. Pool & dog park are separate and smaller. Nice to have a trail to the amphitheater. 

Great layout...love that the baseball fields are in this location with their own parking; great view! 

Consider the east to west solar pathway and position of the baseball fields for morning and 
afternoon sun. The glare could be dangerous for fielders Pershing fly balls. Batters facing the 
sun have the advantage of using their helmet visor to block the sun with the low trajectory of a 
pitch. The other disappointment would include the fans perspective which has been turned 
from the south to the north, replacing the ocean backdrop with a mountain/Pepperdine view.  

This is a great layout. I like having the pool and dog park in an area separate from the soccer 
and baseball fields. The seclusion of the amphitheater is nice too.

Do we really need to cram four baseball fields and three soccer fields into this park? It's going 
to be seriously ugly and impact views and wildlife.

Where is the skatepark. 

Why move the existing baseball fields? They're already there and working fine. Why create 
work? 

Amphitheater a bit removed. 

Amphitheater seems too hard/too far away from parking lot to get to for older people. 

Should be closer together. 

Why in the world would you move the existing baseball field! This seems like a substantial 
waste of money. 

No aquatic center. 

No skate park, don't like layout. 

I think the amphitheater should be close to two activities - not central to only one. Option A has 
this covered. Option A is the best.  
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Dog park is bad idea - too much liability with dogs biting kids, dog fights, etc. 

Don’t like where skate park is and not needed, bathrooms are not convenient, no basketball 
court. 

No basketball courts/tot lot play areas need to be near baseball and soccer fields.

Seems like too much work and I'm not sure that the soccer fields will be large enough to 
accommodate teen and adult use.

Is it safe that the lower baseball fields would be hitting towards the area where people are 
watching the other fields with their backs to that field?  
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To many soccer field 2 should be fine.

Could the outdoor pool get pretty windy at this location?  Bluffs get pretty windy in the 
afternoon and evening. 

Skatepark is too close to PCH.  

Community center is a little isolated.  

Location of and path to amphitheater. 

Too spread out. 

Needs a LOT more parking. The Comm.Ctr needs to be near the Pool if it will have fitness 
classes. 

A is best still. 

Add basketball courts. 

Lack of basketball courts and no exercise equipment. 

Competition Pool is not needed at this facility.  
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Keep as is ...develop already developed park and Crummer. 

No Basketball??? Skate Park so close to PCH? No Tennis.  Why don't you make the Dog park 
smaller??? 

Unfortunately, this concept of a park in an ESHA which violates the natural resource 
conservation elements of the City of Malibu General Plan was inappropriate to begin with. All of 
the above elements are needed in Malibu and should be located in the Civic Center area on 
lands that can be purchased, believe it or not.

Pool too $$$ to maintain.  Good pool at Malibu High. 

Don't like Aquatic Center location so close to John Tyler.  But better than having the soccer 
fields there. 

All of them. 

As a longtime resident of Malibu, I foresee PCH traffic being impacted with the addition of 
more PCH access. 

No basketball courts :( and the community center seems very big. I'd be interested in learning 
about what programs it would provide and if it would be used to its potential.  

What happened to the aquatic center and community center in design3?  I hope you take the 
best of all three designs, as none were particularly great overall. They all have some good 
elements though.  

Not sure enough rest rooms at sites; need designated "food truck" parking in all lots w/ tables, 
trash cans, power etc. 

Please leave it the way it is. 

Malibu has so many natural recreation opportunities. There are other disturbed sites for 
playing fields. 

Again, having a main entrance on John Tyler which is also the main entrance and egress from 
Pepperdine is not a good idea. I bought a home in Malibu where I didn't have a beautiful view of 
a natural habitat. Looking out onto an aquatics center is not what I signed on to. Please move 
these large, unnatural facilities to another area of the park where they don't impact the 
homeowners in Malibu Country Estates. There is plenty of room to locate facilities in areas 
across from Pepperdine of closer to the current facilities in the park.  

The entrance to the ball fields connected to soccer field- it will be congested. 

High maintenance expensive stuff. 

This is way too much grading/development.  

More parking would be better. 

Don't like entrance from PCH into pool area. Don't like location of pool. No snack bar so 
probably no shade areas for pool. 

The baseball fields, which won't be used all the time, take up much of the space. 

Don't need 3 soccer fields or 2 little league baseball fields demographics of Malibu don't 
support. 

Bad plan. 
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Get rid of the Dog Park and put in Basketball courts. 

All sports fields, dog park and skate park should be in civic center.  A is the best overall choice. 

Needs more parking for baseball and soccer. 

Like all. 

If it had basketball court this would be my favorite.  There is no hoop court in Malibu south of 
MHS. 

Too disruptive to the natural habitat Malibu needs to preserve. Dislike placement of all 
activities especially the Skate Park, and pools location. 

A is the best!  C next, B last. 

It takes up too much room of the parkland.  In addition, I feel that access to the Amphitheater 
would be difficult for the elderly. 

It would be nice to have storage located with baseball/softball fields. 

It would be better to orient the baseball fields differently.  Have all the home plates in the same 
general area.  This is better for crowds to watch the games.  It's more fun.  Look at West Hills 
and how their fields are oriented. 

Why two little league baseball fields -- isn't one enough? Why do you need three soccer fields -- 
aren't one or two enough?  What's going to happen to the current Michael Landon Community 
Center??? 

Limit recreational activities and parking to the area next to PCH preserve ESHA and habitat.  
Keep existing structures. 

Start again, this is not the best Plan. 

Where's the basketball courts? 

Leave the undeveloped bluffs park as is. 

The amphitheater looks like it would be accessed from a lengthy switch back trail. Presumably, 
this is because the terrain is steep here. If this is indeed the case, people with walking 
difficulties may be excluded from using this asset. 

Please put in baseball courts instead of the dog park. 

Skate park too isolated. 

DO YOU HAVE ANY ADDITIONAL COMMENTS ON THE DESIGN 
ALTERNATIVES? 
Parking parking parking.....if you have to add meters. Outdoor basketball courts would be 
awesome but I know soccer & baseball rule this town. 

I think most of the parking should be next to the highway so people can enjoy the whole park 
absent a parking lot smack in the middle.  I also think it's a good idea to have all the sports 
fields together in the same general area because families have multiple kids playing different 
sports at the same time, having the sports fields far apart is not good. We can't supervise our 
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kids.  Having a tot area near the fields is also great because then little ones could play close, 
while older ones could play sports.  Finally, thanks for including the skate park - very excited 
about that (and the dog park).  I like having those two things together because a Mom (like me) 
could take the kids to skate and the dog to play, all in one general area. Plus I hate the idea of 
the skate park located against PCH.  Alternative A allows all areas of activities inside park, not 
on the edge of a highway. It's a good plan. 

Do we really have to cram the whole Parks and Rec wish list into this one park, especially one 
with environmental and geological constraints?  How are we planning to pay for this massive 
project?  This whole project is heavily slanted towards youth sports, despite the fact that this 
demographic is relatively small and the census shows the population of Malibu aging. A multi-
use community center, swimming center and skatepark are great proposals, and will ultimately 
be more useful to a wider section of the community than a dedicated Pony League playing field.  
The last survey showed a majority of respondents were concerned about retaining open space 
and wildlife habitat. None of these three plans reflect those concerns and that's troubling.  It 
also looks like all three designs lack sufficient ESHA buffer. Making sure they have that now 
may prevent the Coastal Commission from sending the project back to the drawing board later, 
and would also give us a more realistic idea of what can actually be built. Right now, all three of 
these plans look like way too much development. 

Let's do it! 

It was difficult to compare these three designs the way the survey was set up. 

It is a shame that you are going to tear down the Michael Landon Center and the tot's 
playground.  Where are the bike riders going to park when they leave their cars at Bluffs all day 
which inhibits families from having safe accessible parking for their kidlets????" 

Too much of the park filled with sports fields. While children need sports fields, the park 
should serve the whole community. It's a shame to waste a beautiful ocean view with the 
placement of the fields. There should be fewer sports fields and they should not be in front of 
the ocean view, they should be toward the PCH side. 

Makes no sense to place a dog park adjacent to homes.   It should be located in the center of 
the park as in design B.   How dare you add such a small skate park!  You have 2- 4 soccer and 
3-4 baseball fields in each design.  Even the dog park is bigger.  The Skate park should at a 
minimum be the size of one of your ball fields in the design.   Also you have the opportunity to 
design an awesome ""snake run"" for the skate park based on the contour of this park. Malibu is 
the birthplace of skateboarding.  Do it! Get this right!  Parking is good.  More the better.  Maybe 
a bridge over Marie canyon to connect the parks?" 

Alternative A would be better if it offered more parking, Alternative B would be better if the 
community center was larger, Alternative C would be better if the basketball court was moved 
outdoors 

Olympic pool and Indoor basketball/volleyball/badminton court are most important to me in 
that order 

This park was purchased with funds for the entire state of California to enjoy as a natural 
habitat.  It must be preserved.  The City should have long ago and can still find more suitable, 
flatter land within the Civic Center to purchase.  Is its one big NO for my family. 
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The skate park should not be directly abutted against PCH. 

As long as you include a skate park and a dog park, we're happy!! Looking forward to hearing 
about design plans for the skate park.

Kids should just be away from the high way in ALL circumstances - 
sports, skate, basketball, etc." 

All the right components in the right places, Option "C" is clearly the overall best design and 
most functional layout, By Far. Well Done Parks and Rec. Dept. Fantastic. Two Thumbs Up  

There should be an indoor basketball gym.  Kids in Malibu never get the opportunity to practice 
in a real gym without leaving the city.  There are tons of baseball fields, but not even one indoor 
gym for kids and adults who want to play basketball. 

There should be a link to Malibu Rd and the beach for access and parking off Malibu Road.  
None of the plans have any hiking or bilking trails??? 

Feels like a lot of development...like soccer fields better on C.  Don’t like skate park on C.  Like 
it better on A. 

Design B seems to get the priorities of use and demand for space wrong. if soccer were 
available to kids year round the fields would be packed.  

If you would allow camping the SMMC would help supervise and pay for it. 

For the amphitheater to be best utilized, placing it away from other noisy locations is crucial.  

Skate park is too small, and where are trails? Should link with beach below. 

Would like to see side by side A vs B; Consider having public session where designers/park 
employees can describe pros and cons as they see them to help us make an informed decision.

Such as Bike 
Parks and riding trails for mountain bikers. One of the most overlooked users groups in the 
outdoors parks.

We need more trails to link up the entire area. I understand that there needs to be some natural 
beauty, but ALL OF MALIBU IS OPEN SPACE. Use this park to the maximum. Make roads, trails, 
and utilize the entire space.  

There is still a long way to go to optimize the design.  1)  None of the 3 options include enough 
parking.  2) The idea of a dog park is OK but only if people are banned from bringing dogs to 
every other area of the bluffs.  Experience in other Malibu  Parks e.g. Trances shows that dog 
owners can be extremely inconsiderate and take their animals all over the sports fields and kids 
areas even when a dog park is provided.  3)  We need a lot more space devoted to soccer.  There 
is a lack of facilities for this popular sport at Bluffs right now and these designs don't add any 
more soccer areas.  Unlike the current fields which enable soccer to be played on 'baseball' 
diamonds also, the 3 new designs do not facilitate that, hence there would be less space overall 
devoted to soccer.  4)  All 3 designs are trying to provide too many different facilities to cater to 
every disparate group.  Better to concentrate resources on a better design, provide enough 
parking etc.  For example, why on earth do you have to include an 'amphitheater'?  I don't 
exactly see Malibu residents asking for that.  It's just a gimmick and could be dropped.

Please do not trade Bluffs Park for Charmlee. 
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It's hard to compare one against the other without seeing them on same page.  Also need a 
narrative describing what is in/not in each one. 

Have the community center where the pool is. 

Leave the undeveloped portion of bluff's park as is so we can continue to walk there with 
serenity. 

Thank you! 

More multi-use sports fields.   

Soccer fields in the center seems to be the best way to preserve the natural habitat and ability 
to walk through the park and preserve the views. Good native landscaping will hide some of the 
buildings and perhaps restore some lost habitat. Thanks for your help. 

Please just build a skatepark!!! 

I think it is better to have the community center close to the aquatic center since it will likely be 
less expensive and complicated to build one building instead of a separate shower facility from 
the community center.  

Just make sure there is a skate park.   Thank you. 

Safety is key when dealing with PCH and the ebb and flow.  Skate Park needs to be larger, by 
far. 

If will pose a problem if you have kids doing multiple activities and they are spread out.  

We need natural open space and wildlife habitat. 

I would like it to be left as natural as possible with trails, parking, and access from PCH. 

We would like a Nature Center for all age classes on local flora and fauna (including marine 
heritage), which could be incorporated into the Community Center. All options need more 
parking for weekend overflow. 

More room for skatepark. Kids have been waiting over 5 years. Give them something great. 
Bigger is better. The size on map is a joke compared to 3 soccer fields and 3 baseball fields. We 
need more support for skateboarding in Malibu. Especially since it's been a long time since you 
had one. 

Alternate A needs more baseball fields.  Alternate B needs more soccer fields and basketball 
courts. Alternate C needs basketball courts. 

Like Community Center close to main entrance, with close parking.   

You have geared all the elements to team sports. Many people do not play team sports. Since 
this is my tax money, please add exercise equipment so I have some use of the facilities you are 
building! 

No LIGHTS!!!!   

Believe skatepark could be a little bigger. 

Baseball, soccer, basketball fields and dog parks "suburbanize" Malibu which is a violation of 
the Mission and Vision Statements of Malibu. Those are more appropriate for Westlake Village 
or Thousand Oaks. 
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Bluffs Park as it currently exists at the end of Malibu Canyon (without the baseball fields) 
should be kept as a view, picnic, scenic spot without much development except maybe benches.  
The development: pools, fields, dog parks etc., should be off the original site, i.e. on the new 
portion of the property north of the original Bluffs park site being developed.  That way the 
park at the end of Malibu Cyn stays clean and inviting for everyone and everything else is off to 
the side.  Otherwise too much clutter and only caters to sports players and fans/parents and 
not to everyone.  The view from the existing park is so beautiful now, why spoil it? 

Please don't develop to the point of lighting for night time activities.   

Please no lights. Less intense development. 

More than one tot play area. 

Parking is always an issue at the current park.  When reviewing the elements of the park, there 
needs to be ample parking and possibly looking into paid parking spaces/limit on time of 
parking. Designing a pay station booth that does not have to be staffed or an option to add one 
in the future.  Reviewing options of adding a revenue generating space for weddings or events 
with a ocean view such as an outdoor gazebo.  Include nice water features in the park so people 
can sit and have a picnic, read or relax. 

I personally think dog park should not take priority over a Soccer/Baseball/Basketball resource. 
The only thing really missing from C is a basketball court which is a shame (so close to perfect)

Please retain coastal bluff natural environment.

All three alternatives violate the natural resource elements in the City of Malibu General Plan 
and should not even have been considered to begin with. All of the proposed uses are needed 
and should have been located long ago in the Civic Center area on land that can be purchased 
for those purposes!!!

How about a botanical park? a zip line? a gymnastic hall? a rock climbing wall? a bocce ball 
court? a small café? a mini golf? 

Keep this to natural uses. 

This is beautiful, irreplaceable land. Please do not destroy it by pouring concrete. 

Children will disabilities should have appropriate equipment for use in the playground. 

Please...no more fields to maintain...there is a huge cost to the city as well as a chemical load so 
near our precious ocean. 

Please leave it as is and do nothing. It is fine as is. 

Way, way, way too much crammed into that space.  Malibu's charm is nature, not being 
transformed to suburbia. Please no playing fields at all, no skate park, no swimming pools and 
no amphitheater.

We would like to see a basketball court in Alternative C. 

Net zero art piece with camera obscura and solar voltaic sculpture with vertical wind turbines 
enclosed to make the park net zero...thanks for all the hard work and would like to share this 
vision with the committee.  best, Doug B. 

Strongly suggest an indoor pool that can be used by the entire community year-round.   
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Please preserve the natural habitat. 

Keep it natural. Kids need to learn to enjoy being in nature and not need organized activity to 
enjoy being outdoors.  

Please consider the reasons you moved to Malibu, for the gorgeous wild bluffs. This is one of 
the last remaining natural spots. Please consider making it available to pedestrians, equestrians 
and bicycles and place the other EXCELLENT design ideas like multi-generational community 
center in other locations along our 27 miles long city. 

Coastal sage scrub is an endangered habitat. This area should be restored for wildlife with 
native plant revegetation and invasive weed removal. 

My kids go to Webster.  We live in Big Rock.  Malibu youth basketball games and practices are 
out by Trancas so we play at the Palisades rec center.  Site A makes an inclusive location for 
expanding our youth programs and integrates kids from Sunset Mesa to Malibu West.  It also 
minimizes the risk of dog bites, which is a big issue for kids in parks. 

It would be great if there is a way to include an outdoor basketball court in Option 3 without 
taking away anything in the layout. 

I like A best but with the amphitheater of Alternative C. 

Don’t just make another rec center park. Create a seaside coastal "garden" with 
walking/running/biking paths -- that also happens to contain ball fields in outlying pockets.  

Leave it alone and restore habitat. 

Keep everything invisible. Do not mar the skyline. Keep any/all lights shaded. Do not use at 
night at all. I grew up here and feel Malibu has a character that comes only from nature. The 
more you chip away at it, the more it is spoiled FOREVER. 

Need more trails and access/parking on Malibu Road to the beach and park. 

Please consider building a skatepark that the people of Malibu and coastal California deserve. 
One with natural features, great views, and varied terrain reflecting the history of 
skateboarding's origins in surfing. 

Try to keep as much green space as possible. 

More open space! 

The park should be net zero and have art pieces as well. 

How about a cafe with outside sitting, petanque. 

Keep dog park as far away from pool as possible. 

Keep the soccer fields where they are. 

Lets put in a pump track for the kids.  It's a specialized circular mountain bike track.  

Leave the land natural. We need nothing more than this. 

All plans have the same glaring flaws...  Tot lot is misplaced. Should be near the action, where 
parents are waiting with older kids. Or a small tot lot in each of the three zones. Tot lot MUST 
be near bathrooms. Designers clearly don't have kids! All softball fields on all plans are 
incorrectly oriented. Dugout should be on the parking lot and snack shack side for convenience, 
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to avoid balls from hitting people, cars, and buildings, and to keep people from cutting across 
the field of play to reach the dugout to get pick up kids. Bathrooms are not always close 
enough to the core activity zones in each section and some sections without bathrooms 
entirely, e.g., west soccer field on plan B. The drive path from the main entrance (Malibu Cyn) to 
the center rec zone is a labyrinthine bottleneck. Why only competition and training pool 
facilities? What about recreational water facilities?  Would it kill us to have a water slide or a 
toddler pool?  

Tennis courts, amphitheater with movie screen and amplification system for concerts 

The ONLY reason I am selecting A is that it appears as NOT to destroy as much of the Natural 
Environment as the others.  ON THE RECORD, this is wrong to take away so much natural 
environment for what really.??  What are we so missing here that we must fill a need to destroy 
an Environment that has been here for MILLIONS of years...SHAMEFUL. truly...it's NOT a 
Firehouse, or a school, this is a recreation area which we ALL know will NOT be fully utilized, 
and what utilization takes place mostly will be outsourced and then WE the Taxpayers are stuck 
with the bills...ILL THOUGHT THRU NEIGHBORS AND FRIENDS..ILL THOUGHT THRU!!!!!

Wish we didn't have to disturb the entire walking trail area with these 
new designs. 

Not familiar with the needs of the fields in # for each sport, so my vote on that issue is not 
effective. 

Leave the ESHA alone! 

An aquatic center grouped w basketball and skate park is preferable to keep youth together in a 
close environment, separate from sports fields. 

Our preference is to leave the bluffs a natural area.  Period. 

Design A is the best deign since it allows each activity to be on its own. 

Plan A seems to have all avenues covered. 

Yes we have an additional comment, stop destroying Malibu.  You have no right. 

It would be helpful to have a conceptual idea of intended element purpose, hours, expected 
local volume (# of people), view, noise, use etc. to help determine layout and design. The project 
will be a huge benefit to Malibu and we thank the P&R, the City and all those involved in their 
efforts to create and implement this. 

All designs seem top heavy with amenities intended for children.  

I would need to look at all three on the same page to compare fully but I like C best because it 
sets the pool aside with easy parking. 

Leave it as is. 

Emphasize:  Dog park must be partitioned with separate, independent entrances.  See Thousand 
Oaks dog park as model.  Dog park along Malibu Cyn is unacceptable, since common entrance 
and small/large dog access are not completely independent.  Dog park at Trancas is also 
unacceptable, since no partition exists for small/large dogs (it already has 2 independent 
entrances, but no partition). 
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I think the inclusion of an amphitheater is a great idea, but perhaps it should be larger if it is 
going to be of any practical use.  If consideration were given, it could be home to the summer 
movie series, concert series, and other entertainment events in this world class setting!! 

See my comments in the survey. 

This property was purchased w/ state funds to be used for passive recreation and as 
environmentally sensitive habitat; it was not meant for active recreation i.e. playing fields.  
Coastal sage scrub and native grassland is an endangered habitat and should not be destroyed 
for swimming pools, soccer, ball fields.  Find another property not one that is important to the 
coast ecosystem.  This proposal will ruin the view scape along PCH. 

I think it is imperative to reduce the costs of impacting PCH traffic flow by adding additional 
PCH access routes 

Finally getting a skatepark in Malibu! Thanks for all your hard work! 

Elements from each have some merit. None of the designs are standout award winning. Take 
the best of each for a hybrid design? Important to me: amphitheater with a beautiful view, or 
don't bother. Multi-purpose Community  Ctr * (if used by any arts, please consult with at least 
one artist, one dancer and one musician before building)" 

Keep it the same.

Active recreation 
should be relocated to Civic Center area next to old Sheriff station.

More kids in this town prefer skateboarding over basketball, baseball, soccer.  

How much of this expensive stuff is going to be utilized by the local community. If so, will more 
than 5 or 10% of the community use these improvements on a regular basis, i.e., a half dozen or 
more times annually?  BTW, how many people actually visit Legacy Park on a weekly or monthly 
basis?" 

Having the tot lot near the pool and soccer fields would be helpful. 

Do not need pool. Prefer open spaces to remain intact. 

Further developing this beautiful site is a huge mistake. Traffic and safety will be negatively 
impacted, big time! There will never be enough parking for all of this...  Also, use of fertilizers, 
other chemicals, and waste will be disastrous in this fragile and unstable area.

I an 
stunned that this poor idea has progressed this far. 

A lot of hard work has gone into this but I don't think you are there yet as far as safety, best 
grouping of buildings/parking and nature hikes intermixed with graded playfields & their 
connected noise! 

Separating parking from pool, soccer and baseball would be good as people swim all year 
round.   

Art gallery space needed in community center for use of local artists. Snack bar with shade 
needed at pool. Wide variety of classes offered. 

I like the Amphitheater in Alternative C, but overall like Alternative A the best and I don't like 
the Amphitheater in the other locations. 

All three are great improvements, we desperately need field space for softball, baseball &soccer.  

Minimize parking lot and emphasize green space. 

Limit the dog park and place near PCH.  Do you really need a community center - that's old 
school.  You need places to picnic and hang out - not a building.  A larger amphitheater would 
be nice. 

Please add sculptures/installations and work on energetic efficiency. Thanks 

I would strongly advise that any Dog Park access and parking be away from other areas of use, 
and that recreational areas such as Basketball courts be given priority over a dog park.  The dog 
park users do not control their dogs when they use these parks, which has been the case every 
time I've been at Trancas Park over the past several years, which my family attends at least a 
few times every month.  Dog owners do not keep their dogs on leashes when exiting, or enter 
their vehicles, or the use park, and their dogs will often run free in the park, and often will 
relieve themselves when doing so.   
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I appreciate the ideas presented but think the bluffs are not the place to implement these ideas, 
especially not the ball parks.   

Leave it natural.  Have walking paths and some picnic tables. 

Would prefer less development/acreage; sports fields, dog park and skate park in civic center; 
the smaller the better but appreciate all the non-soccer/baseball/skate/dog portions. 

Need 4 baseball/softball fields, and should have lights on the fields for night games 

Main sports like Baseball and Soccer need to be kept together to keep the foot traffic for kids as 
limited as possible on PCH, whether there is a path/sidewalk made or not.  Configuration C 
makes practical sense to keep main activities together. 

I understand the topography must be challenging but a design that connects the park elements 
as best as possible would be great!.. 

Why no tennis courts? 

Concern about loss of current green space via soccer fields. Need open green spaces for variety 
of activities 

I prefer the least amount of damage to the natural environment. 

Baseball and soccer fields need more parking. Keep it to three soccer and three baseball fields. 
use one little league field convert for softball or little league. Removable softball fences, bases 
and pitch mound. 

They all look great:) 

I am concerned as a Malibu Road resident of the activity and the lights that are needed for the 
ball fields.  

Alternative C works for both passive use (a day at the park) and specific use (sports events) of 
which my family does a lot of both. I like the grouping of the pool with the dog park, since the 
dogs won't interfere with the kids playing. Also, dogs generally don't like skateboards, so it's 
smart to have it separate. I like the baseball pavilion off on it's own. If you just wanted to go to 
the park to run around, play on the playground or sign up for the class, everything is together 
and wouldn't require driving and/or parking in one place and then another. 

Makes sense to have baseball (or soccer) have prime area overlooking ocean in middle of park, 
not amphitheater or dog park. Maximum parking for baseball would be best, since it makes it 
easier to carry equipment to fields.  Really prefer C, and do not prefer A. Great work!! Excellent 
designs. Very creative."

Thank you for incorporating softball specific fields.   

This is a big improvement on what we have.  I hope one of these projects will be implemented.  
If I can be of help, 310-XXX-XXXX. 

A lot of wildlife crosses PCH to get to the Bluffs Park. Let's not forget about them.  Malibu has 
senior citizens too -- not just families with kids. Let's make sure the park has good facilities for 
them, as well as nice flat walking paths for them and their pet companions. The excessive speed 
of traffic past the Bluffs Park should be addressed. Speed limit should be lowered and speed 
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bumps should be put in place, as many people don't live in Malibu and race through there every 
day to get home, not heeding posted signs. Also, a deer crossing sign should be put in place on 
both sides of PCH. One by Pepperdine and one by Bluffs Park, as many deer have been killed in 
that stretch of highway over the past few years.  

I think keeping soccer fields and tot lot next to each other is important.  As is, many families 
bring their kids to play on tot lots / fields.  Baseball fields/tot lots don't mix as well.  I think 
keeping dogs further away from little kids is smart as unfortunately some owners can't control 
their dogs or don't respect or understand children/dog safety concerns.  I think the soccer 
fields off Malibu Canyon makes most sense as the fields also service the community for 
Chumash Day, Movie Nights, Halloween Festivals, etc.  Additional access off PCH would be nice, 
but I was concerned for how it might affect southbound traffic.  

Seems like Alternative A is the least amount of change/work/cost of all 3? Seems most similar 
to what we have now? 

Far too many active use ball fields. Should be more open space for trails, dogs, passive 
recreation. 

Larger skate park on any plan.  

I think indoor basketball courts are necessary and provide year round day and nighttime cross 
generational (very important) recreational access to the community now available only at the 
high school during limited hours. 

Shelter from the prevailing winds (usually Westerlies but also Santa Ana's) is going to be an 
important factor if an outdoor pool is to be placed in this park (and I think it definitely should 
be), and if it is to be fully appreciated and used by the community. Bluffs Park can be a windy 
and cold location - so effective wind control should be given serious consideration.  

I strongly disagree with the large dog parks. I'd rather see basketball courts in Alt. C and bigger 
Tot Lots and more parking then the dog parks. 

I love C if you have a indoor basketball arena along with outdoor courts and lights for the 
baseball and soccer fields.  That would be 100% perfect.

Your previous survey 
indicated 2/3 wanted nature and 1/3 sports.  Your design alternatives failed to provide this.

Something for little ones to do in each section - a dino dig etc - doesn't have to be big but 
somewhere they can run while sib/parent plays ball - I think we need 3 a main one & two 
smaller somethings - thank you so much this is very exciting after living here for 20 years - it's 
going to be wonderful! & a pool!!! & dog park!!! Areas for small & big please :)
