PURPOSE

This section of the Mitigated Negative Declaration provides the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting
Program (MMRP) that would be used to monitor the implementation of the mitigation measures adopted

for the Malibu Memorial Park project.

INTRODUCTION

The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) requires the adoption of feasible mitigation measures
to reduce the severity and magnitude of potentially significant environmental impacts associated with
development projects. However, simply adopting these measures in not adequate under state law. Lead
agencies are also required to adopt a program that will be used to ensure that the mitigation measures
are, in fact, implemented. The requirements for mitigation monitoring or reporting are codified in Section
15097 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

The Final IS/MND for the Malibu Memorial Park project identifies project-specific mitigation measures to
reduce the potentially significant impacts of the project as proposed. Following adoption of the Final
IS/MND and approval of this MMRP by the City of Malibu, the project-specific mitigation measures
identified in the Final IS/MND would be implemented and monitored as described in this MMRP.

Pile drivers, packers, clam shovel drops, hydromills, vibratory rollers,
and other major sources of vibration should not be used during
construction of the proposed project.
